For international students, Photo Identification, Passport with appropriate student VISAS

4. Personal Essay or Statement of Purpose (A brief statement of the applicant’s purpose of the study)

5. Application Fee of $50.00 (This non-refundable fee must be paid within seven working days after

the submission of application)

INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS

In addition to the above documents, the following are required for international students:

6. Copy of student’s passport (inside cover and signature page)

7. Copy of original or certified bank statement(s) or letter issued within six months of the time of

application and reflecting a minimum balance equivalent to $25,500.00. (must be sent by email)

Alternatively, If the bank account statement is not in the student’s name, an original Affidavit of
Financial Support form reflecting a minimum balance equivalent to $25,500.00 must be completed by

the sponsor within six months of the time of the application. (to be sent by email)



8. For transfer students, a copy of any previous I1-20 and 1-94 forms are required at the time of

application.

9. English Proficiency Evidence

This may include a minimum, - TOEFL score of 70 (iBT) or higher, IELTS Score of 5.5 or higher, /

SALVATION ACADEMY does not accept IELTS General band score/

- iTEP Score of 4.0 or higher,

- PTE score of 50 or higher,

- WAEC score of C6 or higher,

- Check ECA (English Conditional Application) in the application form.

For flexibility, Salvation Academy offers "English Conditional Admission” (ECA) to domestic
students who meet all the academic requirements for a Diploma or Certificate programs but either have
not taken any of the tests or have not achieved the minimum scores of any of the above tests. Students
can still be admitted to the diploma or certificate program on the condition that they will study English

in the Salvation Academy ESL Program.

10. 1-20 International Express Mailing Fee (this fee is non-refundable) - required for 1-20s mailed

outside of the USA.
